Who:  Servant Leadership is a ministry of LEAD222, which is devoted to the training and development of 
Christian leaders and students. LEAD222 values the concept of servant leadership, and provides Servant 
Leadership (SL) experiences to assist youth ministries who want to help serve the physically, financially and 
emotionally challenged of our world as they build into their ministry students the leadership values that will 
serve them for life.

General Questions 
 
1. What is Servant Leadership?   
Servant Leadership is a ministry of LEAD222. Devoted to the training and development of Christian leaders and 
students, LEAD222 values the concept of servant leadership. Servant Leadership is geared toward youth 
ministries who want to help serve the physically, financially and emotionally challenged of the world. 
2. When and where will it take place? 
SL’10 has multiple event locations in 2010. The information contained within this informational packet 
addresses the trip to Erkrath, Germany. This event kicks off on Saturday June 12th and  
concludes the following Wednesday, June 23rd.  
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3.  What will be provided? 
You will be responsible for getting to O’Hare airport for our departure to Germany, and to be picked up from 
O’Hare upon our arrival back in the States. Other than that, all expenses (outside of personal shopping) will be 
taken care of. 
4.  How do we get to the Church? 
After arriving at the Airport Düsseldorf/ Germany (DUS), we will arrange for transportation to take you and 
your team to our Host Church.  
5.  What are the age restr ictions for  students attending? 
SL’10 is geared towards male and female high school students. 
6.  Are there provisions for  physically challenged students? 
If you have a physically challeng please contact Glenn Westburg directly to discuss the specifics of your 
situation. Decisions will need to be made on case-by-case basis. 
7.  What is your  policy on drugs, alcohol and smoking? 
No drinking or drugs (including tobacco) of any kind will be tolerated. We have a zero tolerance policy and 
students will have to leave the Church and make arrangements to stay elsewhere until the event is over or fly 
back home. Any expenses incurred in this type of a situation will be the individual’s responsibility. 
8.  What about medical emergencies? 
There is no nurse on staff for this trip. Glenn Westburg will be responsible for all medical emergencies with your 
group. Please refer to the “General Release and Hold Harmless Agreement”  for details.  
9.  Should I  br ing money? 
Your meals and housing are included in the trip price. You may wish to bring additional money to purchase 
souvenirs or gifts. ATM’s are available and credit cards are generally accepted.  
10.  What will we be doing at the Ministry Projects? 
We will be partnering with a local church with existing ministry programs that have ongoing, established 
programs in place. The needs of these ministries will dictate which opportunities are available. These could 
include physical activities so you should plan to bring appropriate work/play clothing. The main thing to bring is 
an attitude of service and flexibility. We will be working with a mission program called “Playstage”  
www.playstage.de -This is a truck with an open air stage, a climbing wall, a soccer cage, streetball, and other 
sports opportunities. Our group will help set this up, run the sports stations, run the onsite café, play with the 
other students and share our testimony with those we encounter in a relational way. During this time the world 
cup of soccer will be going on and we will have the opportunity to show the games live on stage and relationally 
invest and share Christ with those we encounter. 
11.  What will we be doing with our  Team Time Exper ience? 
Your free time can be spent as you wish – sightseeing, shopping in town, etc. we will plan out the free days 
based upon each church.

12.  Where are we staying? You will be staying at the local church we will be working with. Evangelisch-

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For host church housing you will need to bring sleeping bags. Sleeping arrangements will resemble dormitory-
style accommodations, with males and females separated. You will be sleeping on the floor in classrooms and/or 
church basements. There will be limited access to showers. We will try to provide you with the best 
accommodations we can, but plan on roughing it. However, we will eat together as a group; as well as meet 
together as a group for morning devotions and evening sessions. 
13.  Are the facilities safe? 
The facilities are safe, but common sense and good judgment should always be exercised while on any trip. No 
place is crime free and you should be aware of your surroundings. Never leave valuables out in the open. 
14.  What are the electr ical outlet ratings? Will I  need a plug conver ter  or  transformer? 
The electrical ratings are not the same as in the U.S., so there is need for plug converters or transformers. The 
voltage is 230V. 
15.  Is the dr inking water  safe? 
Yes, the municipal water is safe to drink.  
16.  Can we leave our  housing arrangements dur ing our  free time? 
Once we arrive at our housing arrangements no one is to wander around on their own. If our team decides to do 
something, we will do it as a group.  
17.  Are restr icted-diet meals available? 
Any needs for a restricted diet of any kind should be discussed directly with Glenn Westburg who will discuss it 
with the SL management staff. Such accommodations will need to be considered on a case-by-case basis. 
18.  Will my group be staying together? 
Yes, we will be staying together at the host church. 
19.  Can I  extend my visit? 
Any plans for staying on in Germany after the SL event concludes will need to be arranged by your team. There 
are no provisions available for staying on in Germany after the event is over. 
 

Travel Questions 
 
20.  Do I  need a passpor t or  other  documentation? 
Travelers will need a valid passport. Due to the sometimes lengthy process of obtaining a new passport, we 
would encourage you to make an announcement early on to get this application process started. It would also be 
a good idea to have everyone who currently has a passport to check their expiration dates. We suggest that 
everyone also bring a photocopy of their passport in case the passport should get lost. A photocopy will help the 
process of obtaining the proper paperwork from the U.S. Embassy. If you need to rush a passport, we suggest 
using www.traveldocs.com. Many times they can get you a rushed passport in less than 10 days. 
 
Everyone under the age of 18 must also have signed and notarized Parental Consent to Travel forms. These 
forms must be signed by both parents – even if one of the parents is coming along on this trip, the student will 
still need to have this form completed. We suggest that you obtain two completed, original forms (photocopies 
are not valid) in the event a form gets lost or misplaced. The Parental Consent to Travel form is included in this 
information packet. 
21.  Will I  need to exchange my currency? 
The German unit of currency is the Euro. One US dollar roughly equals .70 . (For the latest exchange rates you 
can do an Internet search.)  
22.  How do I  get to the Host Church from the airpor t? 
Once you exit from customs at the airport, there will be transportation available to take you to your housing 
arrangements. Transportation will be available all day for arriving teams. More information about transportation 
from the airport will follow later. 
23.  What should I  br ing? 
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Your Bible, journal and toiletries (shampoo, contact accessories, toothbrush, hair dryer, etc.). Bring playclothes, 
work clothes, swim suits (modest), sunscreen, sunglasses and a set of warmer clothes in case it gets cool. Other 
considerations might include disposable cameras, free-time entertainment (Frisbees, balls, etc), acoustic guitars 
or other instruments (however, please leave all tubas and 10 piece drum sets at home), and whatever else you 
would like to bring that wouldn’ t impose on the rights of others and you don’ t mind carrying through an airport 
and paying the airline to transport.

WHEN 
Most days during your stay you will be involved in various Ministry projects from 2:00pm until 9:00 pm.   
 
WHERE 
More specific Ministry project assignments will be confirmed to you 14 days in advance (sooner if available) 
and will be sent to your trip leader directly. Projects include both physical labor (such as set up and general clean 
up) and personal attention (such as running the play stations, cafe and ministry center). Transportation will be 
provided to take your team to and from your worksite(s). 
 
WHAT ABOUT DINNER 
Your teams will be provided with dinner and drinks via the onsite ministry café that we will be running. Each 
student should also plan on bringing a water bottle for his or her own personal use.  
 
PURPOSE 
These Ministry projects will serve the community in a lasting way, while giving your students a hands-on 
opportunity to develop the servant leadership skills they are learning about during the training sessions. Students 
will get a clear understanding of the importance of flexibility and teamwork as they unite together to accomplish 
a single task.

- Keep a servant attitude – come ready to serve! 
- Things may change, so be prepared to be flexible and patient

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Our group understands and commits to the following: 
- All sessions and meetings are mandatory. If there is a medical reason why a student cannot attend, please notify Glenn 

Westburg or the SL staff. 
- If the need for a student to be counseled comes up, please do not take a student out of sessions. Counseling needs to 

take place before or after the programs, not during.  
- No guys allowed in girls’  sleeping area and no girls allowed in guys’  sleeping area. 
- No drinking or drugs, including tobacco of any kind. We have a zero tolerance policy and students will be sent home at 

the student’s expense.  
- Servant Leadership has a ‘No Leaving Base Camp’  policy. Once students arrive at their host accommodations they 

should not leave unless it is for a work project or a Team Time Experience. 
- All scheduled times, including lights out, are to be followed by your group. 
- There is no nurse on staff at Servant Leadership. You are responsible for all medical emergencies with your group. 

Please keep your medical release forms on you at all times. At registration, you will be given maps and phone numbers 
to the closest medical facilities. 
- If, due to illness, it becomes necessary for a student to remain behind at your host facility during the work periods 

or other activities, you must have a leader (at least 18 years old) stay with them. Also please inform the SL staff of 
this situation. 

- Servant Leadership (or host facilities / homes) is not responsible for any lost or stolen items during any part of this trip. 
Things to remember: 
- All group members should come to the morning devotion ready to depart for their work projects.  
- We suggest participants try not to bring too much with them so that they do not have to carry things around all day. 

You can encourage them to combine some of the things they may want to bring into one backpack. Suggested items 
include: cameras, work gloves, sunscreen, water bottle and hat.  

- Each student should bring a water bottle for his or her own personal use during the week. 
- Students may want to bring additional money for the Team Time Experience or to purchase souvenirs or items from 

local stores.
